The property 
is partially located within a Regulated Area and within the Regional Storm Flood Plain of the 
Humber River.

It is noted that there is an approved Master Environmental Servicing Plan (MESP) for the 
subject site.

RATIONALE
The application was reviewed by staff on the basis of the following information:

Proposal:
The applicant seeks permission to undertake a cut-and-fill alteration to the Regional Storm 
Flood Plain boundaries within a tributary of the Little Rouge River.  The Little Rouge tributary 
corridor where the works are proposed is located in the northwest quadrant of the Community 
of Stouffville (North of Main Street, east of Highway 48) within an employment/residential 
subdivision owned by Stouf Con Eight Developments Ltd. (File No. 19T(W)-03.005B). 

The owner is proposing to shift the boundary of the Regional Storm Flood Plain to the west 
from its current location, which will result in centering the flood plain at the location of the 
watercourse.  This will create additional natural areas to the west of the tributary that will be 
included within the protected valleyland block than would have otherwise been the case under 
the planning framework of the Community of Stouffville Secondary Plan.

The purpose of this application is to undertake works within a TRCA Regulated Area of the 
Humber River Watershed in order to facilitate the construction of an outfall structure related to 
the construction of a new 6,492 square metre (69,879 sq. ft.) elementary school, parking lot, 
and playing fields on the subject property associated with a municipal site plan application 
(Town File No. SPA 09-94).  The subject property is located on the east side of Bramalea Road, 
north of Mayfield Road, in the Town of Caledon.  The subject property is currently zoned 
Agricultural (A1), which permits a school use within Agricultural zoned areas.  A headwater 
tributary of the Campbell's Cross Creek, which is part of the Humber River Watershed, traverses 
the southern property boundary before flowing south at the rear of the Caledon Recreation 
Complex.

Appropriate stormwater management techniques are 
proposed on-site to achieve Level 1 quality control and quantity controls.  Water balance is to 
be achieved through infiltrating clean and treated stormwater on-site utilizing a pervious pipe 
system prior to outletting in the creek.  As such, there are no flooding, geotechnical, or ecology 
related concerns with this application.  Plantings are adjacent to the headwater tributary and 
between the proposed outfall and the tributary in order to provide a net ecological gain for this 
area.

Control of Flooding:
The proposed works are located outside of the Regional Storm Floodplain. As such, no impacts 
to the storage and/or conveyance of flood waters are anticipated.

Pollution:
Appropriate sediment and erosion controls will be installed and maintained on the subject 
property during all phases of construction.

Not applicable.

Erosion:
There are no geotechnical and/or slope stability concerns anticipated with this project.

No significant vegetation will be removed as a result of construction.  Although there are no 
fisheries related concerns associated with this proposal, a Letter of Advice (LOA) will be 
provided by TRCA staff on behalf of Fisheries and Oceans Canada (DFO).

The proposal is to widen the existing two lane 
rural roadway to a four lane urban cross-section with turning lanes. The 1.8 metre(m) high by 
1.2m span by 9.7m long culvert conveying tributary Rouge 'C' will be replaced with two 2.4m 
high by 1.5m span by 28.3m long box culverts. A temporary diversion culvert will be in installed 
to divert Rouge 'C' allowing the box culverts to be installed in the dry. Other works associated 
with the urbanization include a new curb and gutter, storm sewers, and storm outfalls.
